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1. Overall Description:

SA2 has further discussed the issue rasise at RAN2#7 of  the potential mismatch between the SRVCC capability bit at the NAS layer and the SRVCC FGI bits at the AS layer, discssed in RAN2/RAN3/SA2/CT1 session at the San Francisco meeting (November 2011) with no conclusion reached.

Upon further discussion, SA2 has agreed that the current SRVCC support indication is not sufficiently flexible, and may produce unnecessary and undesirable delays in SRVCC deployment. For further details on the limitations of current signalling, S2-120551 is attached.
SA2 has agreed that the best long term approach is adding new NAS SRVCC capability bits in the MS Network Capability IE so that support for each SRVCC handover type can be signaled individually at the NAS layer:

* If there is no need to distinguish between FDD and TDD, 3 more NAS bits would be needed

* If there is a need to distinguish between FDD and TDD, 9 more NAS bits would be needed

2. Actions:

SA2 asks CT1 to add new NAS SRVCC capability bits in the MS Network Capability IE so that support for each SRVCC handover type can be signaled individually at the NAS layer
To RAN2 group.
