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Abstract of the contribution: Removal of SMS-SC IMSI bases SMS delivery.
Description
There is a statement that the SMS-SC can deliver MT SMS based on IMSI for PS-Only case. IMSI is an internal identifier in 3GPP and should not be used to identify users by MTC applications. It is also not clear in the current text whether the source and destination addresses in the message itself are IMSI’s or other identifiers. So, if normally an E.164 MSISDN is used for UE identification by external applications, when this is not available a suitable External identifier should be used. Note that the external identifiers are stored in the HSS, like the MSISDN. It is also important to note that the stage two for SMS is owned by CT1, so we should not conclude on ways to deliver SMS without them taking a stance on this.

In view of the discussion above, the following change is proposed to TS 23.682, allowing the support of MSISDN-less subscriptions with no real constraint on the SMS delivery solution that CT1 may prefer
