General Comments

· CPWP would like to point out that is not fully clear at this stage to which extent operators will want charge for all of these services and whether for both Roaming and Interworking, however from a capability, enabler perspective the ability to tell apart these services / service enablers is needed.  

· CPWP have noted the CT1 response contained in CPWP 92_015 / C1-115261. We are fine with the suggested approach to use the ICSI for service identification. 

However, so far no group within GSMA is officially in charge of defining the proper subclass qualification of ICSI values. Currently the best expertise to define proper subclass values is present in IREG and therefore we propose that IREG will define the corresponding qualified ICSI values and will communicate these to 3GPP as appropriate (to be confirmed).
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
