1. Overall Description:

SA2 thanks GSMA IREG Packet on their LS, IREG Packet Doc 54_009rev1/S2-115233.
SA2 has discussed the following scenario:

· The IMS APN is the default APN in the subscription, and 

· the UE does not provide an APN during E-UTRAN Initial Attach procedure, and 
· the UE does not support IMS services that require the use of the IMS APN, and

· a PDN connectivity to the IMS APN can be created based on the subscription, during initial attach. 
SA2 has analysed the scenario and evaluated alternatives with regards to setting combinations of default APN and of whether APN is retrieved from UE or not.
SA2 has come to a conclusion, recognizing GSMA IR.92 is in principle based on 3GPP Rel-8, that:
· VoLTE UE should not provide APN.

· For Non-VoLTE subscribers, Default APN should be set to an APN other than IMS APN.
· For VoLTE subscribers, Default APN should be set to (a) an APN other than IMS APN or (b) the IMS APN.
· In case of (a), VoLTE UE is connected to the APN other than IMS APN, both at home and in roaming. Evaluation of that outcome is left to GSMA.
· In case of (b), the issue raised in the LS is not solved. However this case works if operators can control its subscriber’s Non-VoLTE UE to be configured to always provide APN or if GSMA can ignore the original issue that seems rare. Evaluation of that outcome is left to GSMA.
In case GSMA IR.92 allows to use 3GPP Rel-10, SA2 has also recognised the below case works as well.

· VoLTE UE should provide APN and be equipped with SM back-off (Rel-10).

· For all the subscribers, Default APN should be set to an APN other than IMS APN.

· The network should be equipped with SM back-off (Rel-10).

· VoLTE UE with Non-VoLTE subscription repeats trying to connect to IMS APN. But the SM-back-off (Rel-10) reduces that frequency.
