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	The functionality of “Load Re-Distribution” on the Gs interface is defined in TS 23.236, however similar functionality is missing in TS 23.236 for SGs interface. In order to avoid extending the scope of TS 23.236, it is proposed to add it in TS 23.272.

	
	

	Summary of change:
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	- During the load re-distribution from the MME, the MME takes the behavior as decribed in TS 23.401. Then the UE perfroms combined TA/LA update procedure to select a new MME and re-establish SGs association.
- During the load re-distribution from the VLR, two phases will be done to redistribute the UEs to ensure a new MSC will be selected.
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	In case of SGs provided network, the functionality of “Load Re-Distribution” on the SGs interface cannot be perfromed.

Load Re-Distribution 
The load re-disctribution procedure ensures that the network operator removes load from one CN node in an orderly manner (e.g. to perform scheduled maintenance, or to perform load re-distribution to avoid overload). If the SGs association is established, the redistribution of MSC load needs to be handled via the MME.
Redistribution of UEs is initiated by O&M command in the MME. The MME performs the off-loading procedure as specified in TS 23.401 [2]. Upon receipt of the RRC release message with cause "load balancing TAU required", the EPS/IMSI attached UE initiates a combined TA/LA procedure to register on a new MME and re-establish the SGs association.

Redistribution of UEs is initiated by O&M command in the MME based on IMSI Hash. If MME pool is supported, this is repeated for any MME connected to that MSC. The MME with SGs association performs the same load distribution procedures as the ones defined for SGSN in TS 23.236 [23], subclause 4.5a.2.
