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Abstract of the contribution: This contribution proposes a solution for what to do with the clause for triggering procedure over Tsms.
Discussion

TD S2-120557 proposes to add the following text to the architectural reference model description in clause 4.2 of TS 23.682:  

Tsms is the interface that encompasses all the various proprietary SMS-SC to SME interface standards summarized in TR 23.039. The Tsms interface can be used to send a trigger to a UE encapsulated in a MT SMS as an over-the-top application by any network entity acting as a SME.  

Triggering over Tsms uses pre-existing protocols outside 3GPP standardization to submit a trigger as a MT SMS to a SMS-SC.  Triggering over Tsms leverages MT SMS procedures already governed by 3GPP specification such as TS 23.040.  Given these reasons, it is proposed to not specify the procedures for triggering over Tsms in TS 23.682 but rather just rely of references to TR 23.039 and SMS specification such as TS 23.040.
