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1. Overall Description:

SA5 thanks GSMA CPWP group for the Liaison statement on further VoLTE charging requirements including further clarifications.

SA5 has continued the discussion on requirements, and would like to invite CT1 involvement before Charging information is specified.

1. Other Party identity

· Support for E.164 representation of the other party identity: 
The other party identity is part of the Asserted identity and the incorporation in Charging information depends on its availability in the SIP message at the IMS node.

· Originating Identification Presentation/Restriction
It is the understanding of SA5 that an extension of SIP is required to make the provision of OIP / OIR indication possible on roaming in the visited PLMN.

2. Emergency call identification:


SA5 assumes that the E-CSCF is in the visited PLMN in the case of roaming. TAP procedures could be based on E-CSCF Charging information.

3. Specific questions / requirements regarding SMS:


The requirement on SMSC address and other party subscriber address to be available at the P-CSCF could be fulfilled via backward transfer of these parameters in the SIP session and needs a corresponding extension.
