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Abstract of the contribution: This documents introduces an extended rationale for a set of change requests aimed to remove from the Stage 2 the CSG ID which was identified as a possible candidate for providing the location of the user.
Discussion

During the development of the Stage 2 for the transferring of a network provided location information to the IMS nodes (see TR 23.842) it was decided to include the CSG ID as a possible parameter and this was then documented in the normative work that took place at SA2-89. 

It occurred to Deutsche Telekom that the same CSG ID may be used for different cells within the same PLMN (e.g. coffee chain) therefore, the uniqueness and accuracy of the UE location when calculated based on the CSG ID is highly questionable. 

Since in some circumstances the network provided location information is used to route calls (including emergency sessions) as well as for lawful interception and data retention purposes, the ambiguity introduced by the sole use of the CSG ID is not acceptable. 

Furthermore, due to the expected size of a CSG cell, efforts have been made in the past to minimize the signalling associated to the transferring of the CSG ID in the network and these optimizations would be potentially invalidated by the network provided location information work.
Removing the CSG ID from the list of the parameters that the network should provide to the IMS nodes when a trusted UE location is required should therefore considered an essential correction since failing to perform such removal would lead to serious and frequent mis-operation.
