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1. Overall Description:
SA2 thanks CT1 for bringing our attention to the scenario identified and its possible impact on network overload control.
SA2 analyzed the scenario and feels that the handling of requests for non-emergency bearer requests (mobility management and session management) can be left up to network implementation. If the UE is allowed to override the MM back-off timer for sending emergency bearer requests and the UE initiates other operations for non-emergency bearers, the network can handle the requests e.g. by rejecting the requests with MM back-off timer or SM back-off timer, as appropriate. 

As a result, SA2 concludes that further modification to specification is not required to address this scenario.
