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1. Overall Description:

In the current stage 3 specification, if the PCRF instructs the PCEF/TDF to detect an application, the PCRF will provide the ADC-Rule-Install AVP with the required actions (e.g. gate, redirect) to the PCEF/TDF; if the PCRF instructs the PCEF/TDF to detect and also report the application to the PCRF, the PCRF will also subscribe APPLICATION_START/ APPLICATION_STOP Event-Triggers.
However, as the event trigger is per IP-CAN session/TDF session basis, if the event trigger is provided, the PCEF/TDF needs to detect and report all the applications of the IP-CAN/TDF session to the PCRF, so, question is raised that for the same IP-CAN session/TDF session, is there any requirement to report/not report on application's start/stop differently per each one of the applications (e.g. TDF detects and reports application A to the PCRF, but TDF only detects the application B and does not report it to the PCRF)?
