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Abstract of the contribution:

This report captures information relevant to TSG SA WG2 arising at TSG SA 55.
Report
1) Decisions in TSG SA that affect will (or may) affect TSG SA WG2
· Stage 2 is frozen for release 11
· Please see notes below in (3) on what ‘stage 2 is frozen’ means.

· Stage 1 freeze for release 12 is provisionally set at Mar 2013 (SA 59)
· Stage 2 freeze would occur no sooner than 6 months after this freeze date, though no additional scheduling decisions beyond the provisional stage 1 freeze was decided by TSG SA.
· GWCN support by GERAN
· TSG SA invited TSG GERAN to approve a WID on GWCN-GERAN if they decide to. In this case, other working groups would do the necessary work (including TSG SA WG2.)
· Related to BBAI building block III: There was discussion of an alternative proposal for how to proceed with fixed mobile convergence work at SA 55. 

· TSG SA provides guidance to TSG SA WG2 in SP-120188/S2-121212 requesting SA2 define a new feature level WID.

· TSG SA WG2 should reveal our planning when we send any LSs to the BBF regarding an approved WID. This will identify the dates in which we seek to arrive at decisions and normative conclusions.
· Coordinated Response to the GSMA Wi-Fi Roaming Task Force
· TSG SA asks TSG SA WG2 to coordinate a response in SP-120170/S2-121209. TSG SA requests that we respond  to this request from GSMA quickly.

· Updating IETF references
· TSG CT requests that TSG SA WG2 update ietf dependencies, including internet draft references periodically (not less than once per year, ideally immediately after an internet draft version has changed.)
· We must check whether the updated draft  breaks or changes anything.
· Again the TSG CT chairman requested that any company that proposes to add an IETF dependency should actively work in the IETF to see the project through to completion.
· TR 23.888 was ‘noted’ by TSG SA when presented for information
· TSG SA WG2 can continue to use TR 23.888 for documenting “TR phase work” in release 12.

· TS 23.682 was ‘approved’ by TSG SA when presented for approval
· TS 23.682 is subject to change control.

· Please note that normative stage 2 security work by TSG SA WG3 will take the form of CRs to TS 23.682. The working procedure will be TSG SA WG3 will request that SA2 review and approve CRs. Their next meeting coincides with SA2 91 and also located in Kyoto, so we can review and approve them by the conclusion of the week.

· TSG SA WG2 should review 22101 CR0401R1: 22368 CR0120R3 to determine if there are any further alignment CRs necessary. This is related to SA1 LS SP-120130/S2-121199.
· In response to my paper on TSG SA WG2 time management considerations SP-120097, an activity has begun led by the TSG SA chairman to improve existing time management practices.  

· I will discuss proposals with TSG SA WG2 to strive towards a commonly held view on any improvements, as a change in policy would affect work in TSG SA WG2. This discussion of procedures will not take ‘on-line time.’

· There is no need (in my opinion) for  TSG SA WG2 to express a consensus or to take action: management is TSG SA’s responsibility. 
2) Changes to approved work from TSG SA WG2

· S2-121005 23203 CR0672R1 was revised to SP-120173 as a result of an observation from Huawei that the change in clause 7.4.2 was not needed. 
· The revised version of the CR was approved by TSG SA.
3) Advice for TSG SA WG2
· Stage 2 Freeze (in SA’s work planning) refers to TSG SA WG2’s completion of new functionality.

· Stage 2 work also occurs in TSG SA WG3, TSG CT WGs, etc. These WGs are not bound by the same stage 2 deadline. Instead, these WGs conclude their work in time for the stage 3 freeze deadline.
· Stage 2 Freeze means no new functionality.
· In effect, this means no category B or C CRs. However, alignment of other specifications to capture agreements may be needed. In this case, it is appropriate to categorize a CR as B or C when adding a feature.
· The ‘real freeze’ date of a release occurs at ASN.1 freeze. This provides the first stable baseline for implementations.

· Stage 2 changes can impact a  frozen release. SA2 must not hide a functional change.

· How to restart work

· Study Items span releases. The only update that is clearly needed is for the output dates.

· Work Items must be revised with each release.
· Updates to the work plan

· We should directly revise the work plan spread sheet to show how we’ve changed things at each plenary cycle.

· At SA 56, there will be an updated WID template.

· Until then, we should use the existing WID template.
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
