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1. Overall Description:

SA2 thanks CT1 for the liaison statement on PDP and EPS bearer contexts for emergency call ((S2-121177/C1-120825)
SA2 has discussed different options for deactivating EPS bearers so that the establishment of emergency bearer services can proceed. The group concluded that the best solution is for the idle mode UE to first locally deactivate currently active EPS bearer(s). The UE shall then proceed to synchronise its bearer status within a Tracking Area Update procedure before it requests for emergency bearer services. The benefit of this approach is that it reuses existing procedures in a backwards compatible manner from the core network perspective. The corresponding changes to TS 23.401 are shown in S2-121576.
Within GPRS, the local deactivation of PDP contexts is supported more easily than in EPS. The MS may first locally deactivate PDP context(s) before it requests for PDP context(s) for emergency. Then, the MS is able to synchronise its PDP context status with the PDP context establishment request message. Therefore, no specification changes for the described emergency call scenario are needed for GPRS stage 2.
