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Abstract of the contribution: 

This contribution looks at the MTC related SA1 requirements that are not included in any of the SA2 MTSC BB WIDs. It is proposed to discuss the need for any of these to be further considered in SA2 and to document the outcome in MTSC TR.

Introduction

It has been several years since some of the requirements have been specified, it is important to revisit them to gauge interest and/or see if other solutions have become available. This document provides list of requirements from TS 22.368 from Rel-11 that has no planned activity in SA2.  This list has been derived from S1-121199. S2-110939 provides feature priority based on SA1 input in Rel-11 timeframe and has been re-used in this contribution. 
Requirements for which there is no planned activity in SA2
1. MTC feature activation: General MTC Feature activation requirements (requirements in 22.368 clause 7.1.1).
Comments:  Listed in S2-110939 under MTC subscriptions. Relevant to SA2?
2. Fraud prevention: Restrict the use of a USIM to a specific device (requirement in 22.368 clause 7.1.1). 
Comments: Not listed in S2-110939. More relevant to SA3 but will be discussed in the joint SA2/SA3 session.
3. Efficiently maintain connectivity: Efficiently maintain connectivity for large numbers of devices (requirement in 22.368 clause 7.1.1).
Comments: Was listed as HIGH priority in S2-110939. Do we need a BB WID to address this feature in Rel-12?
4. Use of IMS: MTC Devices and applications on MTC Devices registering on the IP multimedia core network subsystem (requirement in 22.368 clause 7.1.1).
Comments: With progress made on ETSI TC M2M platform, do we need solutions for this requirement? Do we need in Rel-12? Not listed in S2-110939.
5. MTC Device triggering when not attached: Remaining requirement in 22.268 clause 7.1.3.
Comments: Listed under Device triggering in S2-1100939 as HIGH priority. This is a possible option in one of the requirements – how important is this?
6. Charging: Charging for signalling and charging related to (the use of) particular MTC Features (22.368 clause 7.1.5).
Comments: Listed as MEDIUM priority in S2-110939. Which existing charging mechanisms can be used? What is missing? Is this SA5?
7. Low mobility: MTC Feature Low Mobility (22.368 clause 7.2.1).
Comments: This is listed as LOW priority in S2-110939. Does this have to be considered at all?  Is this looking paging optimization?
8. Time Controlled: MTC Feature Time Controlled (22.368 clause 7.2.2).
Comments: This is listed as LOW priority in S2-110939. Can OTT solution be used for this? If so, maybe we do not need anything in 3GPP.
9. Time Tolerant: MTC Feature Time Tolerant (22.368 clause 7.2.3).
Comments: This is listed as VERY LOW priority in S2-110939. Does this have to be considered at all? Can backoff timer from Rel-10 be used? 
10. Mobile originated only: MTC Feature Mobile originated only (22.368 clause 7.2.6).
Comments: This is listed as NEGLIGIBLE priority in S2-110939. Does this have to be considered at all? Can existing solutions be used (TAU/RAU)? Is this already solved in rel-10?
11. Infrequent mobile terminated: MTC Feature Infrequent mobile terminated (22.368 clause 7.2.7).
Comments: This is listed as NEGLIGIBLE priority in S2-110939. Does this have to be considered at all? This is already solved in Rel-10 using TAU/RAU.
12. Priority alarm: MTC Feature Priority alarm (22.368 clause 7.2.9).
Comments: This is listed as LOW priority in S2-110939. Does this have to be considered at all? Dual-priority solution developed in Rel-11 can be used. 
13. Secure connection: MTC Feature Secure Connection (22.368 clause 7.2.10). Note: this is work for 3GPP SA3.
Comments: This is listed at MEDIUM priority in S2-110939. This could be solved at the application layer.
14. Location specific trigger: MTC Feature Location specific trigger (22.368 clause 7.2.11).
Comments: This is listed as VERY LOW priority in S2-110939. Does this have to be considered at all? OTT solutions could be used. Need for a network-based solution to be assessed – maybe reduces traffic on the network compared to OTT solution?
15. Infrequent transmission: MTC Feature Infrequent transmission (22.368 clause 7.2.13).
Comments: This is listed as NEGLIGIBLE priority in S2-110939. Does this have to be considered at all?
Proposal

It is proposed to discuss the above requirements and agree which of the above will be considered further in SA2 and document the outcome in the MTSC TR.
