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Abstract of the contribution:

This document supplies guidance to delegates submitting documents with the TEI work item code.
1 Introduction

SA2 pursues 3 goals throughout the release by means of CRs with the TEIx work item code, where x is either a current or past release.

[1] Maintaining past releases

For the release in which a feature was introduced, use that WI code for CRs.
For a release subsequent to the release in which the feature was introduced, use TEIx.

The question 'what is FASMO' and 'what release is acceptable for a correction' cannot be answered categorically - we have to consider it on a case by case basis.

For discussion of what constitutes a FASMO correction, please see [S2-120443].
[2] Cleaning up the present release

These are non-essential corrections and clarifications that would not be acceptable for changes to a frozen release (also known as 'clean up CRs.') Though non-essential, it is beneficial to make minor corrections to specifications on an occasional basis. This kind of correction is ideally on the agenda immediately after the new version of TSs are created. The minor correction may be applicable to previous versions of the TR, and this is indicated by a comment on the cover sheet, in the 'Other comments' field.
[3] Enhancing the present release

This WI code is used to introduce new features or changes to features to enhance the system. This 'feature' must be completed in one plenary cycle for each 'stage' (stage 2 specification cannot span more than one plenary cycle.)
Please note that maintenance of TEIx enhancements must use the same TEIx WI code.
It is important to:

 - include enough time for these tasks in the agenda during a release (though not at every meeting)

 - to clearly express in the agenda which category of TEIx will be treated at the meeting

If time is short for treating maintenance in SA2, the following principle will be followed:

Essential Corrections have priority over Corrections, and these have priority over Minor Corrections.

To succeed in this SA2 delegates need a shared 'vocabulary' for TEI documents and their usage.

2 Discussion
The SA2 agenda will clearly state which kind of CRs with Work Item code TEIx will be treated.

We have used WI code "TEIx." Using more (as per NOTE1 and NOTE2) will help track CRs.
NOTE1: Please use the following work item code for maintenance TEIx CRs:
"TEIx, <work item code>". 
The <work item code> corresponds to the feature that introduced the text to be corrected.
NOTE2: Please use the following work item code for alignment TEIx CRs:
"TEIx, <work item code>".
The <work item code> corresponds to the feature to align with even if this WI code has no entry  in the work plan for SA2. 
NOTE3: Please consider the use of a 'light weight' work item: Once the new WID template is available, filling one out to 'fit' an approved CR may be an easy process.

Instead, to aid tracking at the TSG level and in working groups where stage 3 efforts are needed as the result of corrections, it is desirable to add the work item code of the feature that has been corrected. This would be of the form "TEI#, <work item acronym>"

In the above example, following this guidance, the above TEI CRs would be identified on the cover page as "TEI10, SAES-CSFB" instead of "TEI10"
