S9a, Gx and S15 Session Linking

For WLAN, PCRF and BPCF both need to support session linking function. Depending on the deployment there may be one or multiple PCRF that have a Gateway Control Session on S9a for a given UE. The PCRF shall be able to perform the linking between IP-CAN sessions on Gx and the Gateway Control Session on S9a for the same UE based on IMSI and UE local IP address. 
For H(e)NB scenarios a Gateway Control Session on S9a may be linked to one or more of the followings based on H(e)NB local IP address and UDP port if available:

-
IP-CAN Sessions on Gx for some or all UEs connected to the H(e)NB when the same PCRF (for non-roaming case) /the same VPCRF( for roaming case) are selected for some or all the PDN Connections of  UEs connected to that H(e)NB;

-
Gateway Control Sessions on S9 and/or IP-CAN Sessions on S9 (in roaming cases) when the same VPCRF is selected for some or all the PDN Connections for UEs under that H(e)NB;

-
S15 Session;

NOTE 1:
There is a single S15 session per HNB for CS calls for all UEs connected to the HNB in order to improve performance. In addition, for CS calls there are no UE specific policies and therefore a single PCRF can handle CS calls for all UEs.

When the Gateway Control Session on S9a is initiated by PCRF, BPCF is expected to associate the session on R with the Gateway Control Session on S9a.

NOTE 2:
How the BPCF performs the association of a Gateway Control Session on S9a and R session is out of the scope of 3GPP.
