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1. Overall Description:

SA2 thanks CT1 for the Liaison on capability to express a match-all filter using existing TFT filter attributes. 
SA2 agrees that when a PDP context/EPS bearer lack a TFT it means all traffic is able to be forwarded, and that has been the intended logic since TFT packet filters was introduced.

SA2 also discussed the issue and agrees with CT1 that it is not possible for all cases to encode "match-all" in a single packet filter with the existing packet filter attributes.

SA2 discussed and agreed that it would be possible for the cases of PDP/PDN type IPv4v6 PDP contexts/EPS bearers to formulate match-all packets filters using the existing packet filter attributes according to the attached CR (using two packet filters), which provides the guidance required to support the concerned 23.401 scenario.
