	Support for 8C-HSPDA required extensions to UMTS QoS IE in 23.107. There may be some RAN deployments that do not support these extensions then the PDP context activation may be rejected.

	
	

	Summary of change:
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	The SGSN may be configured with the supported bit rates by the RAN. This information may also be learned as part of the RAB Assignment and RAN Relocation Procedures. 
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not approved:
	A Rel-11 or earlier RAN may get MBR/GBR assigned by the network which exceeds 256 Mbps, which will cause PDP context activation failure.
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	Other comments:
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	S2-122726 specifies that PCRF takes into account GBR supported by serving network for PCC Rule authorization if available.

 Interactions between CN and RAN to support higher bit rates

A Gn/Gp SGSN or S4-SGSN supporting QoS extensions available from this release of specification shall be configured with knowledge of the Maximum Bit Rate and Guaranteed Bit Rate supported by the Iu-mode RAN. In addition to the QoS profile negotiation mechanism defined in clause 9.2.2 "Activation Procedures", the Gn/Gp SGSN or S4-SGSN shall further select specific values of the QoS profile to be compliant with the Maximum Bit Rate supported by the Iu-mode RAN, as specified in TS 23.107 [58] for that release, before performing RAB assignment procedures.

For GBR bearers, the Gn/Gp SGSN shall restrict the Guaranteed Bit Rate in the same way as described for the Maximum Bit Rate above. For GBR bearers, the S4-SGSN shall reject an EPS Bearer Activation or Modification including a Guarantee Bit Rate that is not supported by the Iu-mode RAN. RAB Assignment procedures shall not be initiated in this case.
