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1. Overall Description:

GERAN2 are working on the specification changes for reverse SRVCC as described in TS 23.216.

During the development of the stage 3 Change Requests, GERAN2 could not be certain about what information should be placed within the (CS to PS) Handover Required message sent from the BSC to the MSC, and, how the PS bearers for the voice call and non-voice data streams are established. 

GERAN2 note SA2’s intention that the signalling from the core network to the target RAN should not be modified for rSRVCC.

GERAN2 would be grateful if SA2 could answer the following questions:

1) which network entity (BSC, MSC, or target MME/SGSN) creates the “Source eNodeB/RNC to Target eNodeB/RNC transparent container IE” that needs to be sent in the S1 interface Handover Request message/Iu SRNS Relocation message? 

2) If the BSC is responsible for the creation of this container, does the transparent container only describe the bearer for the CS call? If not, how does the BSC know about the inactive or suspended PS bearers?
