	In CT1's agreed (and CT approved) CRs in C1-113769 and C1-120711, a UE which is backoff on the PS domain (in E-UTRAN access) can reselect to GERAN/UTRAN to use CS services if the CS domain is not backoff at that same time. With such a reselection to GERAN/UTRAN, the subsequent request for CS services (be it SMS of MO Call) by the UE does not give any indication that UE has reselected to GERAN/UTRAN to get CS services. Without such information, the NW will (seeing UE is E-UTRAN capable) choose a RFSP that would most likely lead to the UE moving back to E-UTRAN after the UE completes its transaction on the CS domain. That UE being returned to E-UTRAN would then needlessly reselect back to GERAN/UTRAN again if further use of CS services is required.
Such moving between the different RATs would be undesirable from point of performance and battery life.

Thus for such a UE if the NW is aware that UE is reselecting to GERAN/UTRAN specifically for CS services, the NW could choose a more appropraite RFSP to keep that UE in GERAN/UTRAN.

A UE combined registered in E-UTRAN but is backed off from PS domain can reselect to GERAN/UTRAN for CS services. At completion of such CS service, the UE should be kept in GERAN/UTRAN as returning the UE to E-UTRAN will cause UE to reselect back to GERAN/UTRAN when further subsequent CS service is requested.

Mobile Originated SMS

If the UE selected GERAN or UTRAN to send an SMS while the UE is backed off from the PS domain, the UE provides an “reselected to GERAN or UTRAN for CS services ” indication to the MSC when requesting MO SMS. Upon receiving such indication, the MSC does not redirect the UE to E-UTRAN at the completion of the CS service, but chooses an RFSP Index that allows the UE to remain in GERAN or UTRAN when UE returns to idle at the end of the CS service.

Other Mobile Originated CS Services

If the UE selected GERAN or UTRAN for a mobile originated CS services  while the UE is backed off from the PS domain, then in the CS signalling (e.g. in LAU if performed or in CM service request), the UE indicates to the MSC that it is backed off in the PS domain (i.e. it is running the backoff timer it received from the MME) by providing a “reselected to GERAN or UTRAN for CS services” indication. Upon receiving such indication, the MSC does not redirect the UE to E-UTRAN at the completion of the CS service, and chooses an RFSP Index that allows the UE to remain in GERAN or UTRAN at the end of the CS service.
