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1. Overall Description:

SA2 thanks CT1 for bringing our attention to the agreed stage 3 changes and the induced issues. SA2 discussed the issues which made SA2 reconsider the question: 
· Should the UE be allowed to actively select 2G/3G to obtain CS services when backed off from accessing LTE PS domain but not backed off from the CS domain? 

After comparing the pros and cons of allowing and not allowing the UE to actively select CS domain, SA2 agreed that the reasonable conclusion is UE shall not be allowed to actively select CS domain (i.e. to select a GERAN/UTRAN cell, when a normal cell re-selection procedure would have resulted in the UE staying in E-UTRAN) immediately, because moving UEs systematically from PS domain to CS domain would potentially cause congestion in CS domain and occupy more capacity in the MSC/VLR, also cause ping-pong effect as the UE may keep trying to camp back in congested PS domain. Such ping-pong effect may also cause paging loss for MT services. 
The only exception should be for emergency service. I.e. in case of extreme congestion in MME which can handle no more requests, the UE initiating CSFB for emergency service could be allowed to actively select CS domain when being backed off from accessing LTE PS domain. E-UTRAN capabilities should not be disabled on the UE after being allowed to actively select 2G/3G for emergency service, so that the IDLE mode reselection process can take the UE back to E-UTRAN after the CS service for emergency is completed.
However, if the UE is performing normal cell reselection procedure (e.g. due to mobility from E-UTRAN coverage area) that causes the selection of GERAN/U-TRAN and is trying to register with CS domain when CS MM back-off timer is not running, this reselection should be allowed.
2. Actions
