Abstract of the contribution: Proposes to discuss the two options and agree on a way forward
Introduction

The policies related to WLAN in a dual mode handset may be delivered via ANDSF or via mechanisms currently being defined by the WFA Passpoint specifications or via both.  Since areas about which policies are being provided overlap an inconsistent set of policies from different sources and/or by different management objects in a dual mode handset can result in conflicting set of rules for a connection manager to follow. One of the tasks in this work item is to ensure such a situation does not arise. For this reason it is important that components of WFA policies that are relevant for a dual mode handset and not currently part of ANDSF are identified. This should then be followed by either

· Introducing these policies directly into 3GPP specifications as part of enhancements to the ANDSF. This approach will ensure that ANDSF will be able to provide operator policies to the dual mode handset.
· Provide this subset of policies identified by 3GPP to be relevant for a dual mode handset to WFA so that they develop a new management object which can then be referenced by 3GPP. This approach may have issues as some of the policies areas like Network Discovery and Selection are part of basic functionality of the ANDSF and outsourcing them to WFA could be an issue
In our view the first approach of enhancing the ANDSF and providing operator policies using ANDSF will be more appropriate.
Proposal

3GPP is requested to agree on this way forward. It is proposed to add the following to the WLAN_NSUE TR 23.865:

Key Issue – Delivery of harmonized policy components using ANDSF
5.x.1
Description

This is for the case wherein the 3GPP mobile network operator also has a WLAN network. The policies related to WLAN in a dual mode handset may be delivered via ANDSF or via mechanisms currently being defined by the WFA Hotspot 2.0 Release 2 specifications or via both. The policies can also be pre-configured. While the ANDSF policies are clearly provided by a 3GPP operator , WFA is developing the policies and provision mechanism .  Since there is an overlap between the policies being provisioned in the UE, an inconsistent set of policies from different sources and/or by different management objects in a dual mode handset can result in conflicting set of rules for a connection manager to follow. One of the tasks in this work item is to address such potential conflictsensure that such a situation does not arise and this requires some  coordination between 3GPP and WFA. For this reason it is important that components of WFA network discovery and selection policies that are relevant for a dual mode handset are identified and harmonized with ANDSF.

Required Functionality

For the case wherein the 3GPP mobile network operator also has a WLAN network, harmonized and consistent set of policy components will be either pre-provisioned on the device or provisioned using ANDSF delivery mechanisms. The ANDSF shall be enhanced to ensure that a single management object will be able to deliver harmonized operator policies to the dual mode handset.
