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1. Overall Description:

In SA2#92, SA2 identified the following during the discussion.
There are three cases where E-UTRAN-capable UE may be forbidden to select E-UTRAN:

· An E-UTRAN roaming agreement is NOT in place between HPLMN and VPLMN. Only a UTRAN roaming agreement is in place. SGSN is configured locally.
· In roaming case, the subscriber profile in the HSS does not hold the valid EPS subscription data. I.e., the HSS only holds the GPRS Subscription data.
· In both roaming and non-roaming cases, the subscriber profile in the HSS has the "E-UTRAN not allowed" status as the Access Restriction Data.
In those cases, the following problem occurs: if the source RNC invokes Inter RAT handover or Release with redirection from UTRAN to E-UTRAN, the UE could go back and forth between UTRAN and E-UTRAN, which leads to service disruption for the user.
To prevent that problem from occurring, SA2 recognised that SGSN needs to send relevant information to RNC and found two alternatives: E-UTRAN Service Handover IE, SNA Access Information IE.

SA2, although recognizing discussion at RAN3#64 when E-UTRAN Service Handover IE was introduced, requests RAN3 to review again and to provide guidance on which IE is to be used.
