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Abstract of the contribution: This contribution proposes a key issue of IP-CAN session over Gxd for fixed subscriber session and IP-CAN session for 3GPP UE.
Discussion

According to the BBF liaison, when the RG is in Routed mode, the fixed subscriber session is per RG. The fixed devices and 3GPP UEs behind the RG can not be recognized by the IP Edge and the IP Edge does not allocate IP address to each device. However, to perform QoS control for NSWO traffic, IP-CAN session over Gxd is needed for each 3GPP UE. Since IP address is mandatory to identify an IP-CAN session, what the IP address is used and whether other information is needed over Gxd shall be clarified.
When the RG is in routed mode, IP-CAN session shall be established over Gxd to perform QoS control for the fixed subscriber session. It’s not clear how the IP-CAN session over Gxd for 3GPP UE relates to the IP-CAN session over Gxd for the fixed subscriber session, e.g. whether the QoS for the fixed subscriber session needs to be updated when 3GPP UE subsequently accesses / detaches from the RG.

5.1.X Key Issue #X: 
For Routed mode RG, although the IP Edge cannot recognize each fixed device or 3GPP UE behind the RG, IP-CAN session needs to be established over Gxd for 3GPP UE to provide QoS control. Since in this case the 3GPP UE does not have a standalone IP address allocated by the IP Edge, how to identify the IP-CAN session over Gxd for 3GPP UE in PCRF needs to be resolved.
For Routed mode RG, there’s a fixed subscriber session associated with the RG. IP-CAN session shall be established over Gxd for this fixed subscriber session to provide QoS control. It’s not clear how the IP-CAN session over Gxd for 3GPP UE relates to the IP-CAN session over Gxd for the fixed subscriber session, e.g. whether the QoS for the fixed subscriber session needs to be updated when 3GPP UE subsequently accesses/detaches from the RG.
This key issue aims to find solutions to the above questions.
