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1. Overall Description:

SA2 discussed the VPLMN selection in SA2#93 meeting and SA2 would like to give new decision.
SA2 has decided to re-use the PLMN selection procedure for I-WLAN as defined in subclause 7.1.1 of 3GPP TS 23.234 for BBAI’s PLMN selection. The main principle of PLMN selection procedure for I-WLAN can be concluded as following:
1) The WLAN UE sends a routed NAI to the WLAN AN firstly.

2) If the WLAN AN is not able to route the authentication request, the WLAN AN sends a response to the WLAN UE that provides VPLMN id list to which the WLAN AN is able to route authentication requests.
3) If the WLAN UE continues the access authentication with the selected WLAN AN, it shall select a VPLMN among the 3GPP networks indicated in the response received from the WLAN AN and build the new NAI as a roaming NAI indicating this VPLMN.
In order to support above procedure, SA2 would like to ask BBF to confirm:
Q1: If the BBF network can’t route the authentication request based on a routed NAI, is it possible for BBF network to provide VPLMN id list to which the BBF network is able to route authentication requests to the UE?

Q2: If the authentication is successful based on a roaming NAI, is it possible for BBF network to guarantee that the VPLMN selected by BPCF for IP-CAN session of NSWO is same as the VPLMN selected by BBF AAA during the authentication?
