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1. Overall Description:

SA2 are discussing current limitations of the Device Triggering feature and seek guidance from CT1 whether it is possible to identify an SMS being a device trigger by another means than using the SMS Application port.
Currently the SCS is not able to select an Application port over Tsp i.e. any Application routing information would need to be included in the trigger payload which imposes a number of restrictions on the Device Triggering feature. SA2 are discussing the possibility of allowing the SCS to select an Application port over Tsp, but this may require different means to identify an SMS being used for Device Triggering e.g. to enable the “Network based solution for filtering SMS-delivered device trigger messages” described in TS 23.682 chapter 5.4.2. 

Consequently, before moving forward with the above Tsp enhancements, SA2 would like to understand whether it is possible to provide a different means (i.e. in addition to the currently well defined SMS Application port 49152) of identifying an SMS being used for Device Triggering?
