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Abstract of the contribution: The contribution contains the email reference that has been responded by IANA to 3GPP for requesting the vendor specific code point for IKEv2 Configuration Payload attribute type. 
Background

In order to complete the Rel-11 BBAI BB1 work for H(e)NB support, one important part of the solution is to transport the H(e)NB’s local IP address, which could be a NATed IPv4 address and is assigned by the fixed broadband network, from SeGW to the H(e)NB.  The proposal to support such transport is via the support of the 3GPP vendor specific IKEv2 Configuration Payload which require to have a new attribute type to be defined by IANA.  
The intent of this contribution is the present the email correspondence (including the URL) in the past to IANA for requesting such 3GPP vendor specific IKEv2 Configuration Payload type attribute and the IANA’s response for granting such assignment.
