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1. Overall Description:

SA2, RAN3 and CT4 work jointly during the New Orleans, Nov-2012 meeting to discuss various options in order to come up with an acceptable resolution across the working groups and all involved parties on the signalling transport of the H(e)NB local IP address for Fixed Broadband Access network interworking, and discussed. 

Given several operators (Orange, AT&T and China Mobile) are seriously interested in the H(e)NB support in Rel-11 BBAI feature, SA2, RAN3 and CT4 believe that it is important to maintain support for H(e)NB for BBAI in Rel-11 based on the existing stage-2 IKE-based solution as described in TS 23.139. It is important to point out that, the current SA3 specification for H(e)NB support is based on the H(e)NB deployment in a Trusted Environment (TrE).  As such, the security concerns that were raised should not apply to the deployment scenario where the H(e)NB is operating in TrE to transport the H(e)NB local IP address via IKE-based approach.   Therefore, we have concluded that the current stage-2 solution as described in Release 11 TS 23.139 remains as a viable solution, and we have reached an agreement with RAN3 and CT4 to further develop the stage-3 solution. 
In the mean time,  SA2, RAN3 and CT4 acknowledge the need from Vodafone to request for additional security mechanism on a separate issue to address the H(e)NB identifier verification requirement, which is considered as a possible study item by SA3 at this point. SA2 is interested in working with SA3 to determine the final resolution on this specific requirement and will report our final outcome to SA once the design decision is made.  
SA2, RAN3 and CT4 are therefore would like to report our joint decision on our final resolution of the H(e)NB local IP address transport to SA, RAN and CT from this meeting for your information.
