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Abstract of the contribution: Adding the assessment criteria “Number of IP-PBXes to be connected” to 23.897 and comparing solution alternative 6.1 and 6.3 regarding this criteria.
1. DISCUSSION
As already discussed in previous meetings for operators the amount of configuration in the IMS is a major aspect when deciding on solution alternatives.

Therefore this paper proposes to add the criteria “Number of IP-PBXes to be connected” to 23.897 and provides an example by comparing solution alternatives 6.1 (IBCF and Transit reuse) and 6.3 (IBCF and S-CSCF reuse) regarding this aspect.

Alternatives Assessment and Conclusions

The number of IP-PBXes to be connected to an IMS and the related configuration effort in the IMS is an important assessment criteria, e.g. when comparing solution alternative 6.1 and 6.3 it is obvious that solution 6.3 is having an advantage with a high number of IP-PBX as it allows to administer and download the iFC for service triggering from the HSS, whereas with the alternative in section 6.1 it is required to configure each TRF.
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
