Key Issue: Hotspot 2.0 selection based on Operating Class Indication

Description
A dual mode UE supporting 3GPP RATs and WLAN may be connected to both a 3GPP access and WLAN, or only to one of the two accesses. When UE switches to WLAN access network, if UE supports Hotspot 2.0 access, UE may prefer to select Hotspot 2.0 access network.

The “operating class indication” in hotspot 2.0 specification defines the frequency band(s) the WLAN access network is using.
A UE supporting more than one frequency band (e.g. 2.4GHz and 5GHz) may use this element for BSS selection purposes. For example, if WLAN access network is using 5GHz, the UE may select 5GHz frequency band; otherwise the UE may select 2.4GHz frequency band.
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
