	In existing specifications, there is no way to restrict a RNC to send a UE to E-UTRAN via Inter RAT handover/release with redirection, even in following scenarios:
a/ there is no roaming agreement for LTE between roaming partners i.e. only 2G and/or 3G RATs are allowed;

b/ the subscriber’s HSS/HLR does not support LTE;

c/ the subscriber profile is “E-UTRAN not allowed” in the HLR/HSS Access Restriction Data (see 23.008 clause 2.4.18).

The RAN should also be able to minimize the possibility for the UE to reselect E-UTRAN by e.g. providing the UE with appropriate RAT selection priorities (as defined in existing TS 25.331 specification).

Access and Mobility Restrictions
An SGSN can determine MS access and mobility restrictions based on the MS subscriber profile provided by the HLR/HSS, on global roaming agreements with the HPLMN or on local configuration. When a SGSN checks access and mobility restrictions for a UE (see TS 23.221 [80] and TS 23.008 [79]), the restrictions that are necessary for RAN decisions on connected mode mobility with or without RABs e.g. at handover and release with redirection, as well as for RAN actions to prevent a UE to reselect E-UTRAN e.g. via providing the UE with appropriate RAT selection priorities, shall be provided to the RAN before the RAN can take such decisions/actions. These restrictions can be a list of PLMNs (see TS 23.251 [x]) and/or a list of Radio Access Technologies.
