It is proposed to add the following to the WLAN_NS TR 23.865:

Architectural Assumptions
Editor’s Note: This clause will describe the assumptions for WLAN network selection for 3GPP terminals.

-
For WLAN network discovery and selection in UEs with cellular and WLAN radios, user subscription to a single 3GPP home network is assumed.
-
The 3GPP home network operator (HPLMN) may have a roaming relationship with another visited 3GPP operator (VPLMN). Both the 3GPP home network operator and the 3GPP visited network operator can also be a member of the same consortium of Hotspot service providers as defined by WFA Hotspot 2.0 specifications.

-
For UEs with cellular and WLAN radios the UE shall only use the 3GPP specified operator policies for WLAN network discovery and selection when 3GPP credentials are used to access WLAN.

-
3GPP home network operator (HPLMN) or 3GPP visited network operator (VPLMN) provided policies shall only be used in scenarios where credentials from 3GPP home network operator (HPLMN) are used to connect to WLAN.
-
The use of subscriptions with non 3GPP hotspot service providers for the access to WLAN networks is outside the scope of 3GPP. 3GPP will however resolve any conflicts that may arise in UEs with cellular and WLAN radios from existence of policies from non 3GPP operators.
