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1. Overall Description:

SA2 has analyzed the scenario Reject with redirection (pre-redirect) from UTRAN/GERAN to E-UTRAN that could result in the UE moving back and forth between 2G/3G and LTE network (i.e. ping-pong) due to the following reasons:
· Lack of E-UTRAN roaming agreement.

· Lack of EPS subscription data (legacy HSS/HLR has no EPS subscription data)

· “E-UTRAN not allowed” in the subscription profile

Network based solutions have been investigated to address this scenario however no solution was found to solve this scenario without UE impact. As a result, LS was sent to RAN2 indicating that pre-redirect should be applied only if there are implementation specific means to ensure that the UE is accepted by the target EPS network (S2-124764/R2-125896).
Since then, solutions that require UE modifications have been considered (AS based and NAS based solutions). SA2 has now agreed to define a NAS based solution as it is seen as a future proof solution not just to address inter RAT HO scenarios, but also to help define optimal behaviour for UE(s) with single RAT subscription / roaming agreement, in general.

SA2 kindly requests CT1 to define a solution in their specification(s) to ensure that an UE rejected due to lack of EPS subscription or lack of E-UTRAN roaming agreement does not return back to E-UTRAN in order to avoid ping-pong due to scenarios such as “reject with re-direct” (pre-redirect).
