	Reason for change:

	There is a conflict description about“Routing Information for SMS” storage in SMS-SC in TS 23.682:

“The SMS-SC stores the trigger payload, without routing information.” Extracted for subclause 5.2.2 step 7.

While “Routing Information for SMS” is in table 5.3.1-1 which includes information that needs to be stored in SMS-SC for triggering with T4.
According to T4 trigger procdure, the reasonable steps after SMS-SC receives the Submit Trigger message are below:
1. The SMS-SC buffers the Submit Trigger message, and attempts to deliver the short message to UE where the SMS-SC provides the routing information it received from MTC-IWF to SMS-GMSC.
2. If the message deliver succeeds, the SMS-SC delete the buffered Submit Trigge; otherwise, if the validity period of this trigger message is not set to zero, the SMS-SC takes appropriate action and store the trigger message. . Considering the routing information may change when sending the short message again and HSS interrogation will be performed, it is useless to store the routing information in SMS-SC, as said in CR S2-121851.
Additionally, trigger indicatin IE is included to Submit Trigger message as a standardised identifier to allow the UE and the network to distinguish an MT message carrying device triggering information from any other type of messages.

Therefore ,this contribution proposes to delete the“Routing Information for SMS”item from and add “tirgger indication” item to table  5.3.1-1

Trigger Information in SMS-SC (Triggering with T4)
This table includes information that needs to be stored in SMS-SC for triggering with T4.
Table 5.3.1-1: SMS-SC trigger information

	Field
	Description

	External Identifier/MSISDN
	It is used to identify the corresponding External Identifiers in the delivery report. This can be also the MSISDN if used.

	IMSI
	It is used to indicate the UE used for MTC that is required to be triggered.

	Trigger reference number
	This is to co-relate the trigger request with trigger response.

	SCS ID
	It is used to allow the SMS SC to send the trigger response back to the appropriate SCS.

	Trigger payload
	The SMSC will store the Trigger payload until it receives the delivery confirmation. 

	
	

	Priority
	It is used to indicate the priority of trigger request.

	Validity period
	To indicate the time period for which the trigger request is valid.

	SMS Application Port ID
	It is used to route the short message to the triggering function in the UE.

	Trigger Indication
	It is to allow the UE and the network to distinguish an MT message carrying device triggering information from any other type of messages.


NOTE 1:
The Trigger Payload is stored as user data in SMS-SC.

NOTE 2:
Priority, Validity period and SMS Application Port ID are included in the Trigger payload.
