Editor’s Note: The section will define the scope of the ProSe TR.

The objective of this Technical Report is to study and evaluate technical solutions for system enhancements needed to support Proximity Services based on the relevant stage-1 (service) requirements as defined in TS 22.278[x] and TS 22.115 [y]. 

The scope of this Technical Report is limited to ProSe architectural enhancements involving integration of new functions with existing 3GPP entities from a system-wide view.  Consideration in this regard is given to the main functions and entities of the 3GPP system, including their procedural aspects (i.e., how these entities are linked to each other and the information they exchange).  Consideration is also given to ProSe architectural enhancements addressing performance/QoS and applications support from a system-wide perspective. Interaction with other features and services that affect aspects of  ProSe are additionally considered.
Relevant 3GPP Stage 2 (architecture) ProSe specifications will be developed subsequently consistent with the conclusions of this Technical Report. Normative work in this regard can start based on initial conclusions for certain  solutions after understanding the overall system aspects and impacts rather than having to wait for all conclusions to be complete.
