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1. Overall Description:

3GPP TSG CT WG4 would like to inform GSMA IREG Packet Group that a discussion on S6a security is ongoing between different 3GPP working groups. The overall description of the issue is described in the attached LS from SA WG3 (C4-121955).

From CT WG4 point of view (see C4-122228) the alternative discussed solutions may impact the GSMA roaming architecture involving intermediate Diameter agents and IPX provider. 
Additionally CT4 would like to point out that the remark made by SA3 in their LS (C4-122458) about security mechanism not working with network configurations where a (potential) visited PLMN acts as intermediate Diameter Agent network, has been considered by CT4 to address a non-valid network configuration scenario. 

For these reasons CT WG4 would like to keep GSMA IREG Packet Group informed since it is of CT4 understanding that it is under the remit of GSMA IREG Packet Group the definition of requirements on network elements belonging to inter-connect transit networks (IPX).
