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1. Overall Description:

SA2 kindly thanks SA3 for its considerable work and effort on TR 33.830.  SA2 has examined and discussed key properties of the TR and LS questions and responds as below as a partial response:
2. Actions:

To S3 group.

ACTION: 
In Response to D:  “SA3 kindly asks SA2 for architectural advice on the solutions described in Draft TR 33.830 before deciding how to proceed.”
1. SA2 asks SA3 group to consider enhancement of ePDG functions as a solution applicable to both iFire and SMURFs for 3GPP UE mobile devices in the TR.  SA2 views that enhancement of ePDG functionality would solve both iFire and SMURFs cases for 3GPP UE mobile devices accessing IMS services as well as utilizing EPS/PS and not introduce a new IP tunnelling point in the architecture.  Considerable enhancements over the past several releases have taken place with respect to ePDG functionality, replicating those for 3GPP UE mobile devices on a new tunnelling element may be more effort than modifying an ePDG to support access through restrictive firewalls.  Consideration for newer forms of non-3GPP WLAN access (e.g., trusted non-3GPP access) would be advised.
In Response to E: “SA3 kindly asks SA2 for evaluation on how the solutions described in Draft TR 33.830 impact the UE, IMS core and packet core, co-exist with other traversal solutions, and support SA2 mechanisms like session continuity for control and media, and IP mobility.”

2. SA2 views additional SA2 study is required to more comprehensively respond to this question and the undertaking of such represents a significant work activity subject to overall prioritization in Release 12.    We are unable to comprehensively answer at this time and pose to respond at SA2#96.
