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1. Overall Description:

Based on the recent LS responses (S2_13xxxx) received from BBF, it was confirmed that BBF is able to perform the appropriate mapping  between the EPS Bearer QoS parameters received via GTP based S2a interface and the QoS parameters used in Fixed Broadband access

Part of the QoS control interworking support across the two peer access networks is to be able to respond  to the changes of the QoS resources notification from the peer network.  During the Rel-11 BBAI feature, 3GPP has implemented the signaling procedures for S2b and S2c interworking over the S9a to support the sustainable QoS control communication between the 3GPP PCRF and BBF BPCF to respond to the modification of the QoS resource changes.  The detailed requirements can be referred to BBF’s specification WT-203 subclause 8.3.3 and requirements from [R-73] to [R-75].  
In Rel-12 P4C_TI, the sustainable QoS control support as defined for Rel-11 BBAI over S9a is assumed to be remained the same to support WT-291 interworking support. 
3GPP would like to consult with BBF to verify the design assumptions above with the following question: 

Q: Should 3GPP assume the same sustainable QoS control over S9a as described in WT-203 will also be supported if S2a-GTP/PMIP are selected for the WT-291 interworking support?
