General description
The requirements defined in TS 22.278 include that a ProSe enabled UE discovers other ProSe-enabled UEs of interest, where the interest is defined in a ProSe-enabled application. There must be a correlation between UE’s internal identifier within 3GPP system and application layer user identifier based on the following considerations:

- The applications running on a ProSe-enabled UE can only know the application layer user identifier, and it is impossible to provide any internal identifier within 3GPP system of the UE to be discovered to the application.

- ProSe feature has to be authorized per subscription, but a ProSe-enabled UE can support the simultaneous operation of many different applications, and different applications may have different user identifiers, where the user identifiers may be changed dynamically, it is not feasible to map all application layer identifiers to the subscription of the UE.

The following aspects need to be considered for ProSe UE identifier:
- A ProSe UE identifier shall be able to be mapped from an application layer user identifier(s);

- ProSe UE identifier shall be able to be used to determine the UE subscription;

- The allocation and maintenance of ProSe UE identifier shall be within 3GPP scope.

- ProSe UE identifier shall be able to be used by ProSe-enabled UE and EPC to perform ProSe discovery and ProSe communication.
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
