GCSE_LTE group communication services shall be accessible by UEs communicating via ProSe Communication paths. 

It is assumed that the ProSe UE-to-Network Relay will be the means by which ProSe Communication paths and E-UTRAN/EPC supported GCSE_LTE will interact.
