Abstract of the contribution: Clarification of ProSe Discovery cases.

1. Introduction

Based on, at least the following SA1 requirements:

A ProSe-enabled public safety UE with ProSe Discovery enabled for discovery of other public safety UEs shall be able to discover other discoverable public safety UEs, without network interaction if allowed by the operator, even when under E-UTRAN coverage whether or not ProSe Communication is used.
and previous SA2 discussion it is important to clarify that two different cases for ProSe Discovery  may exist and two different procedures may need to be defined by SA2 as proposed in this contribution.

Supported E-UTRAN ProSe discovery Scenarios
Two different modes for ProSe discovery are supported:

-
Autonomous discovery:  This mode for ProSe discovery does not require any network assistance  to authorize the discovery and is performed by using only the UE's functionalities and information local to the UE. This mode is applicable only to authorised ProSe-enabled Public Safety UEs, irrespectively  of  the E-UTRAN coverage.

-
Network- Assisted discovery: This procedure for ProSe Discovery always requires network assistance. This procedure is applicable to all ProSe-enabled UEs, Public Safety and non-Public Safety, and can only be used "under E-UTRAN coverage".
