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1. Overall Description:

SA2 would like to thank CT1 for the liaison in C1-130917 on S1 connection release when rejecting the UE. For the question asked by CT1, SA2 have the following answer. 
Question 1: Can the S1 connection release procedure be performed after rejecting the UE during a tracking area update procedure or a service request procedure when a new (re-) attach is needed.
SA2 Answer: The behaviour of the MME is implementation dependent but S1 connection release procedure can be performed after sending rejection to the UE. 
Question 2: Is it appropriate to (re-)use the existing NAS signalling connection for sending the attach request message and any subsequent message?
SA2 answer: No. SA2 concluded that the UE always tries to establish a new NAS signalling connection when it receives the TAU/Service Reject message and the UE is required to re-attach. 

It is recommended that when the UE receives the reject message from the network it waits for a certain time to let network release RRC connection. If the wait timer expires, UE releases RRC connection locally and initiates a new RRC connection for re-attach.
