	In SA#60, CR 863 was agreed for handling the case where CSFB emergency call is done with IMSI and fast return is used.

It was pointed out in further offline discussion that if this procedure where MSC/VLR performed implicit LAU but somehow the fast return did not happen after the emergency call has ended then MT call to this UE can fail. The following scenario is mentioned:

1.
 Initially, the UE went to the wrong LA; hence, it went to the wrong MSC so this MSC performed the implicit LAU as defined in 4.6.2. 

2.
Due to mobility while emergency call is ongoing, UE ended up at the correct LA. The emergenc call is then ended. UE somehow is not moved back to LTE. 

3.
At the same time, the LA stored in the UE is the same as the current cell so UE does not perform LAU procedure; hence, this MSC is not updating the HLR to reflect the current serving MSC address.

To cover the above case, the MSC needs to perform the following additional step:

MSC/VLR should perform a TMSI reallocation towards the UE using its own non-broadcast LAI and, if the MSC Server is part of an MSC pool for that LA, with its own Network Resource Identifier (NRI).

4.6.2
Procedures to handle emergency call setup with IMSI

This procedure is only invoked when permitted by the operator policy.

When MME detects that the CSFB request is due to emergency call, it shall mark the SGs association as not valid (i.e., move to SGs-NULL state) and continue with the CSFB procedure. If ISR is active, MME shall initiate DETACH REQUEST message with the detach type set to "IMSI detach" via S3 to the associated SGSN.

NOTE:
This DETACH REQUEST is to deactivate ISR in the UE so that combined EPS/IMSI TAU will always be performed when UE returns to E-UTRAN as described in clause 6.5.

When MSC/VLR receives CS emergency call setup with IMSI due to CSFB and this IMSI is unknown, the MSC/VLR shall perform a Location Update procedure to the HLR on behalf of the UE after it successfully authenticated the UE. MSC/VLR should perform a TMSI reallocation towards the UE using its own non-broadcast LAI and, if the MSC Server is part of an MSC pool for that LA, with its own Network Resource Identifier (NRI).
