In SA#60, CR 863 was agreed for handling the case where CSFB emergency call is done with IMSI and ISR handling was also specified.
The use of new point code “IMSI detach” over S3 is not intentional. It was meant to reuse the already specified “local detach” indication to accomplish the same goal. This avoids stage 3 impacts.

It was further examined that NMO-II scenario require an additional handling to cover the 2G+3G RAT mixture case. (see discussion paper-).

There is no feasible solution to solve 2G RAT with DTM and ISR is active.

Procedures to handle emergency call setup with IMSI

This procedure is only invoked when permitted by the operator policy.

When MME detects that the CSFB request is due to emergency call and target RAT is not available for PS service, it shall mark the SGs association as not valid (i.e., move to SGs-NULL state) and continue with the CSFB procedure. If ISR is active, MME shall initiate DETACH REQUEST message with the detach type set to "Local Detach" via S3 to the associated SGSN. MME shall not send IMSI Detach Indication (IMSI) message to the MSC/VLR.
The SGSN in NMO I configuration with ISR capability shall support the "EMM combined UE Waiting Flag".
NOTE 1:
If the target RAT is operating in NMO-I, the DETACH REQUEST is to ensure the UE to perform combined EPS/IMSI TAU when UE returns to E-UTRAN as described in clause 6.5.

NOTE 2:
If target RAT is GERAN in NMO-II configuration with ISR active, no procedure is defined in this specification to ensure the combined EPS/IMSI TAU will be performed when UE returns to LTE. This can cause CSFB to fail until the next combined EPS/IMSI TAU or LAU is performed.
When MSC/VLR receives CS emergency call setup with IMSI due to CSFB and this IMSI is unknown, the MSC/VLR shall perform a Location Update procedure to the HLR on behalf of the UE after it successfully authenticated the UE.
