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1. Overall Description:

SA5 would like to thank SA2 for their answer (S2-133079) about roaming between networks implementing different Charging solutions for convergence (P4C-F) solutions. 
SA5 understanding is that home network provides triggers and/or charging profile information to the BBF. Charging is then performed based on this information that may be different from one solution to the other. This means that home network should be able to adapt provided charging triggers and/or charging profile information to the solution deployed in the visited network otherwise networks cannot interoperate.


Specifically, PCC rules are used to define charging triggers for PCEF based charging, ADC rules for TDF based charging and unknown for AAA based charging. 

For a user whose home network implements PCEF based charging solution, the PCRF will provide the triggers, i.e. PCC rules, to the home IP-Edge. When this user roams to a network implementing TDF based solution, the home PCRF, normally using PCC rules, must now provide different information, i.e. ADC rules.
