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	In TR 23.852, it is agreed to support WLCP in the UE and the TWAN on the control plane. However, the transport mechanism for WLCP is missing. The following texts in the conclusion TR 23.852 describe:

Whether WLCP messages are transported directly over IEEE 802.11/802.3 frames or UDP datagrams will be specified during the normative phase of the work.

In this contribution, it is proposed to adopt Ethertype-based WLCP transfer solution and clarify that the control plane MAC address in TWAN is transferred to the UE in the extended EAP.

WLCP Transport

WLCP signallings are transported directly over IEEE 802.11/802.3 frames between the UE and the TWAG. A new Ethertype should be applied at IEEE for identifying the WLCP signalling. The UE and the TWAG should include the new Ethertype when encapsulating the WLCP signallings. 
WLCP signallings should be transferred in a P2P link between the UE and the TWAG. In order to establish the P2P link, before sending out the WLCP signallings, the UE shall obtain the control plane address in TWAN. In this case, the control plane address is a MAC address of the TWAG. During authentication and authorization procedure, a MAC address of TWAG is sent to the UE in the extended EAP.
