Solution #17: Providing S2a connectivity information via ANDSF
6.X.1
Description
This solution is to address Key issue 9 to enable a UE to 

· select a WLAN that can provide home routed services via S2a interface.

· select a WLAN that can provide both local break out services and home routed services via S2a interface.
Solution 16 provides the solution to indicate UE the WLANs which have the S2a connectivity to the hPLMN or vPLMN. 
In the scenario that the UE is expected to select
· a WLAN that provides S2a connectivity to the current VPLMN the UE is connected to over 3GPP access

· a WLAN that provides S2a connectivity to both the HPLMN and the current VPLMN the UE is connected to over 3GPP acces
It would be desirable that the UE could know that whether the VPLMN is trusted by the HPLMN, to enable the UE get service in the above scenarios, the trust relationship between the VPLMN and HPLMN is required. Because to successfully get the S2a connectivity the UE need to first connect perform EAP-AKA’viaVPLMN, if HPLMN regarded VPLMN is untrusted then the UE cannot use S2a connectivity with the failure of EAP-AKA’ procedure even the WLAN support S2a connectivity. To avoid this unnecessary EAP-AKA’ trying, the Home ANDSF indicate the UE whether the current VPLMN is trusted or not, this indication could be in PSPL. With this it would save the signalling that UE try to connect to the S2a connectivity which is not authorized by the network.

This solution is additional to solution 16 and it will further more reduce signalling.
