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1. Overall Description:

SA3 would like to confirm SA2s understanding that NAT between GGSN/PGW and the P-CSCF is,  as stated in Annex T.4 of TS 33.203, assumed to be not present when GIBA is used. 
S3 would also like to confirm that an P-CSCF is required to handle the scenario where GIBA authentication is used and the source address in the IP header of the REGISTER message is different from the IP address in the Via header of that message. The handling is described in Annex T.8.1 of TS 33.203.
This reason the IPs may differ is not because of a NAT but because of misbehaving or malicious UEs. SA3 has agreed on a Rel-12 CR to Annex T.8.1 of TS 33.203 clarifying this.

SA3 do note that they have an informative annex, Annex V of TS 33.203, where two deployment options are described on how to handle the presence of NAT with  GIBA.  SA3 believes that these deployment options are still aligned with the requirements of SA2 and SA3, and where the NAT functionality is kept transparent to the IMS UE and the S-CSCF. As described in the Annex V, this transparency can be provided by P-CSCF adding the correct IP address information in SIP message towards S-CSCF. But SA3 would like to emphasize that the details of this NAT-related functionality in the P-CSCF have been left out of scope of 3GPP standardization and, hence, this functionality is to be considered as a potential proprietary addition to the  P-CSCF.
