Advantage: 
-    This alternative solution introduces no impact on existing IMS entities or enhancement on Iq interface.
-    The operator can deploy the WebRTC services with high flexibility, either with new mediation entities or by enhancing existing IMS entities. From the deployment point of view, the WebRTC related functions can be provided by different vendors or different operators.
Impact: 
-    There are two entities handling the media plane. The W4 interface and the Iq interface appear to be a little duplicated while W4 supports all the WebRTC related media interworking control.
-    There are two entities that can have Rx interface towards PCRF, which need some collaboration between the WebRTC Signalling Function and P-CSCF to fulfill the statement described in TS 23.203: the PCRF supports only a single Rx reference point, i.e. there is one AF for each AF session.
