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	Existing specification of 23.402 requires UE be preconfigured with ANDSF policies or requires a connection to the ANDSF server. Thus does not allow:

· Unbranded or second hand ME or unconfigured UE to get the Home operator WLAN selection rules prior to an initial IP connection.

Current WLAN NS does not allow:

· An Operator without ANDSF capabilities to allow Visited PLMN with ANDSF capabilities to provide WLAN network selection policies via V-ANDSF to its roaming users.

Network Elements

4.8.2.1
Access Network Discovery and Selection Function (ANDSF)

The ANDSF contains data management and control functionality necessary to provide network discovery and selection assistance data as per operators' policy. The ANDSF shall respond to UE requests for access network discovery information (pull mode operation) and may be able to initiate data transfer to the UE (push mode operation), based on network triggers or as a result of previous communication with the UE.

NOTE 1:
In this Release, the OMA DM Push mechanism may not work in all possible scenarios and the ANDSF may not always be able to initiate a session to the UE.

NOTE 2:
The usage of ANDSF capabilities is intended for scenarios where access-network level solutions are not sufficient for the UE to perform Network Discovery and Selection of non-3GPP technologies according to operator policies.

The Home operator’s WLAN network selection rules and policies can be configured via the UICC. If WLAN network selection information  that includes Preferred Service Provider List (PSPL), PreferVplmnWlans list of PLMNs, WLAN Selection Policy (WLANSP), ISMP/ISRP/IARP rules are configured in the UICC, the ME shall read the configured WLAN network selection information  from the UICC to populate its WLAN network selection MOs at power up and/or after a REFRESH command as specified in 3GPP TS 31.111.
The storage format of the WLAN network selection information in the UICC is to be defined in stage 3.
Note: The WLAN network selection information in the UICC can be updated over the air accordingly to 3GPP TS 31.115 and 3GPP TS 31.116.
