A new interface: GC2 is needed between BM-SC and GCSE application server in order to allow GCSE AS to setup the Multipoint Delivery session with the core network.

GC1 is used for group registration, transfer the MBMS announcement info to the UE from BM-SC, and for requesting Unicast UL/DL communication, and also for other possible application layer specific control (TBD).


SGmb/Sm/M3: additional enhancement to signal the secondary MBMS session related to additional media toward the same GCSE session.

eNB is expected to handle the PtP or PtM toward the Receiving group member in a resource efficient and robust way.
